God’s Word
Read: Romans 10:8-18
This 1s the word of the Lord. Thanks be to God.

Reflection
Where does faith come from? The Bible tells us that faith comes from God.
When we hear God’s word, the good news of Jesus Christ, the Holy Spirit is at
work within us. Faith is not a decision we make but is given to us by the Holy
Spirit. The first step in faith is God calling us through his holy word. When we
hear the voice of our Good Shepherd we may dare to ask him for help. We hear
examples of this in the Bible. Jesus healed and helped so many people as he
travelled through the land. When we ask Jesus for help it is prompted by the
Holy Spirit. We cannot find God on our own. God finds us. We cannot come to
God in our own strength, but it is God who comes to us. When we call out to
God this shows that the Holy Spirit is at work within us. This spark of faith
grows as we walk with Jesus, just as Jesus’ disciples faith grew over time as
they walked with him. While Jesus was with the disciples they endured
hardships and storms. They did not lead an easy life of comfort and riches, but
they learnt to trust in and depend on Christ alone. Faith is not about reason,
decisions or feelings. Faith is about God’s love, God’s work and God’s
promises to save us. Faith is simply hearing the voice of our Good Shepherd
and trusting him to love and help us.
