Read:  Luke 7:1-10  
This is the word of the Lord. Thanks be to God. 

Reflection 
On September 29 many Christians remember Michael the 
Archangel and all of the other angels. In the Bible we see 
that angels act as messengers of God. They make 
announcements, give instructions and lead or guide God’s 
people. Michael the Archangel is not mentioned very 
often in the Bible. Archangel Michael is sent by God to help, guard and protect God’s 
people (Daniel 10, 12) and he leads God’s angels in battle against the evil one 
(Revelation 12). Therefore, Michael the Archangel is seen by many Christians as a 
messenger sent by God to protect His people against deadly enemies and sickness, and to 
guard those who work against evil forces and sickness such as police, soldiers and 
doctors. Jesus Christ tells us not to let our hearts be troubled, to follow him and to ask for 
what we need in his name (John 14:1-14). We pray for help and protection in Jesus’ 
name. Jesus hears us and helps us. We do not pray to angels, only Jesus. Jesus, our 
Saviour, loves us unconditionally and he is protective of us. Jesus is our King and our 
High Priest forever. The Bible tells us, “But He, because He continues forever, has an 
unchangeable priesthood. Therefore He is also able to save to the uttermost those who 
come to God through Him, since He always lives to make intercession for them” (Heb. 
7:24, 25 NKJV). Jesus Christ is the Son of God and as He teaches us, “All authority has 
been given to Me in heaven and on earth” (Matt. 28:18 NKJV). Jesus Christ is our Good 
Shepherd. Jesus gives us eternal life and no one is able to snatch us out of His hand (John 
10:27-30).
