Reflection 
Jesus is life. Jesus, the good shepherd, says that he saves his sheep so that they 
may have life, and a more abundant life. A more abundant life includes the 
different aspects of life – our spiritual life, our social life, our physical and 
mental wellness, and our emotional wellbeing. All of these aspects of our life 
are inter-related. If we are suffering in one area, other areas may also be 
affected. When we fix our eyes on Jesus Christ he feeds us, sets us on the right 
path and leads us to a life of love, joy and peace. He teaches us to care for other 
people and he strengthens us for the work he has prepared for us to do. In 
response to Jesus’ love for us we grow in love for him and for the 
people we meet in our daily lives.
